Survivors include his wife of 61 years Mary Fuller 
Landers Moore, 3 children: Maxine Stewart and hus-
band, Tim of Bernice, La; George D. Moore and wife 
Cindy of Lufkin, Texas; Jeffery L. Moore of Bernice, 
La., 10 grandchildren and 18 great-grandchildren.
